






Optical Coherence Tomography Angiography (OCTA) is a new non-invasive imaging technique that allows the detailed study of 
�ow within the vascular structure of the eye without the need of dye injections.

Valuable OCTA for routine clinical practice
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CLINICAL CASES

OCT shows dome-shaped PED 
with a polypoidal lesion inside, 
which appears as round 
mild-to-moderate re�ective lumen 
and moderate-to-high re�ective 
wall. Double layer sign is present in 
the area of macular and temporally. 
There is subretinal �uid with several 
punctate hyperre�ectivity.
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Polypoidal choroidal vasculopathy �	PCV)

Central Serous Chorioretinopathy (CSC)

Serous neural retinal detachment 
in the macula with a mass of 
granular and stalactite-like 
moderate-to-high re�ectivity in 
the posterior layer of neural retina.

Cystoid macular edema. 
Several cysts and disordered 
retinal structure are seen.

Diabetic Retinopathy (DR)

Wide-�eld OCTA scan
12mm x 8mm OCTA imaging of healthy eye
